Dates: Saturday July 15 through Saturday July 22, 2006

Quilting, women’s history, awe-inspiring mountains meadows and creeks, beaver antelope prairie dogs, new quilting friends, a real cowboy (Frank, our wrangler) the delicious Dutch oven cooking of Maxine, Kay and Leslie, sleeping under the stars (stars hopefully!)… 

Does this sound like fun? Then join us for our first Jodie’s Journey, an extra-ordinary trip in which we retrace the steps of our pioneering foremothers as they migrated westward along the Oregon Trail. We will travel by Conestoga wagon, surrey and horseback up to 8,700 feet in the Bridgier National Forest to the Lander Pass, a short cut through the mountains along the Trail and set up camp each night. We will have it easy compared with what our real pioneering women faced and we’ll learn that fact first hand.

We will arrive two days ahead of our wagon trip to spend a day quilting at the Lodge. Kitted hand work projects will be provided so that you can get started at the Lodge and then sew on along the trail. Also, Sunday we will be visited by an historian who will set the stage for our trip, sketching out who these people were who set off on a journey, what they left behind, what they encountered along the way, what they took with them… and just how much quilting did they get done along the way? (We will find out ourselves as we travel the Trail.)

We spend five days four nights on the Trail, with Kay and Leslie and crew of Wagons Across Wyoming taking exemplary care of us. This is the real western experience as we tread along the actual trail quilters crossed over a century ago, spreading the quilting tradition far and wide.

Monday 7/17 through Friday 7/21
Wagons Across Wyoming trip
From our arrival Monday morning at the Trail head to when we say our tired and bittersweet goodbyes Friday afternoon, Kaye and Leslie will take care of us. They will supply a sleeping bag and pad so you don’t have to bring one on the plane. Friday night 7/21 and Saturday morning 7/22
Our last night sees us off the Trail and back to civilization. Robyn and Alan will take us from the end (beginning) of the Trail to Wagon Wheel Village in Jackson, just a few minutes from the airport. We will head for the showers and then to the creek outside our log lodgings for our last meal together, delivered from the best BBQ place around. Then to those queen-sized beds which will make us feel like the princesses we haven’t been for four nights! There is a restaurant at the Wagon Wheel for breakfast.

Note: There are free shuttles to the airport Saturday morning courtesy of the Wagon Wheel Village. But they start at 7. If you need to get to the airport earlier, a taxi is around $25. The airport is about 10 minutes away from our lodging. If you plan to take the shuttle please let the front desk know the night before.

While you are there in Jackson, you may consider spending an extra day there, or going on to Yellowstone. You will be tired after the trip on the Trail, so taking a day to mosey in Jackson may be a good idea.
There are only 10 spaces on the wagon trip so please make your decision quickly.
Flight arrangements:

Fly into Jackson Hole, Wyoming. We will have two shuttle buses Saturday afternoon from the airport to the Ranch.  Please arrange to get in by early afternoon so as to make it to the Lodge in time for dinner. 
Note: It is a two-hour drive from the airport to the Lodge. Please arrange for your flight to arrive by mid-afternoon the 15th you’ll be able to get the Lodge for in time for dinner, our kick off for the week. The shuttle to the Lodge will leave the airport by 4 PM. 
Particulars
We’ll be sharing rooms, each with its own bath. If you are traveling alone you can pair yourself up with someone else once we get to the Lodge, or we can hook you up ahead of time. When we’re on the Trail we’ll also be sharing tents (to keep those scary prairie dogs at bay at night) so it will surely be like a pajama party.
If you want to join us but are concerned it’s too strenuous, know that a women in her 70’s went on last year’s trip and had a great time. It is as strenuous as you make it, but do bear in mind this in not a luxury trip. Last year we were filming for Friends in the Bee so I wore makeup (and got ribbed for it) but this year no way! The name of the game is to be comfortable, have fun! Please call Jayne at the number below if you’d like to chat with her about this or any other concerns.
Regarding the “facilities” on the Trail, during the day the name of the game is bushes. At camp we have the finest porta-potties. These are our very own, so they are clean and equipped with paper and moist towelettes .After day #1 the site of the Johnny-on-the-spot as we approach our camp site for the night, will raise a cheer from us! We do get a shower on our non-travel day, Wednesday. I though I’d feel grow not having a shower every day, but it wasn’t bad at all. And hey, I was on camera. (How do you spell “cowboy hat?”) That Wednesday shower and especially the one Friday night back at the hotel will be the best you’ve ever had!
Closer to the date we will supply you with a list of what to bring. There is one on the Wagons Across Wyoming site, but we’ll add what we learned was helpful on the trip. (Hint: LAYERS!)
